The only item put forward for the agenda was by letter from Simon Wood, Plot 44B who reported the disappearance of his wheelbarrow, this plot is immediately next to Greenway Lane. There was some discussion about thefts from the allotments. We are lucky in that we do not suffer much from this but during the summer some soft fruit was stolen. It was the feeling of the meeting that we do not yet want to go down the road of locking the allotments but that it would be a good idea to erect a sign at the entrance indicating the allotments are private and only allotment holders are allowed to enter.

The Chairman agreed to raise this at the next Allotments Committee meeting.

The only other matter that raised interest was watering. The meeting was divided as to the policy of using hosepipes to water directly onto the plots. It was felt that there is not much of a problem but we all have a duty to remind people of the cost of water and to discourage waste. There were complaints from plot holders furthest away from Greenway Lane about the poor water pressure at the tap at that end. There was nothing that can be done without relaying a new ‘ring main’ water system and the cost is prohibitive.

There was agreement that the standard of cultivation was good and that all plots are being used well. It was agreed that the system of quarterly inspections should continue.

There was also recognition that there is a pressing need for more plots to reduce the waiting list and the Chairman informed the meeting that approaches to the local landowners had proved fruitless.

The formal meeting ended with refreshments being served around the Council Table and this venue was thought to be more suitable for the small numbers who attend the annual meeting.
