Apologies for Absence

Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Town Council held on 27 April 2009 and the Annual Meeting of the Town Council held on 11 May 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

Report of Neighbourhood Beat Manager

PC D Lea passed on the best wishes of all officers and staff at Budleigh Salterton and Exmouth Police Stations to the new Town Mayor, Cllr C Richards.  He hoped he would have an enjoyable year and looked forward to working with him.  PC Lea   thanked Cllr C A Kitson for extending such a warm welcome when he had taken on the post of Neighbourhood Beat Manager during 2008.

PC Lea then reported that between 27 April and 17 May 2009 six crimes had been recorded:

· A 15ft boat had been stolen from the sea front between 24 and 27 April. The boat was orange and white in colour and constructed from fibreglass.  He asked if anyone had any information to quote crime number KE/09/1134.

· Between 27 and 28 April a chain link fence was damaged in Dukes Road when an offender entered a garden.  KE/09/1142 refers.

· An assault occurred on 5 May in Station Road which was domestic related. All parties are known and enquiries are continuing.

· Similarly a further assault occurred on 14 May near St Peters School. This was not domestic related but all parties are known.

· Between 16 and 17 May a blue VW parked unattended in Bedlands Lane was damaged.   The damage was to the offside wing mirror, the vehicle was parked with offside nearest the kerb.  KE/09/1355 refers.

· Between 14 and 18 May a dwelling in Moormead was burgled. The offender entered the dwelling by using a key which was left in a “safe” place outside the door.  A tidy search was made and a small quantity of cash was stolen.  KE/09/1356 refers.

He advised that during the same period 30 incident logs had been raised:

· Eleven were concern for welfare

· Five were road related of which one was a non injury accident

· Four were crime related

· Four were for anti social behaviour

· One abandoned 999 call (child on the line)

· One report of a malicious call

· One sudden death

· One suspected forged note

· One lost/found property

· One alarm.

PC Lea advised he and PCSO Maguire had carried out speed checks using the high visibility speed detection unit.  On 6 May, 52 vehicles had been checked in Knowle Village - 23 had been travelling over 30mph.  On 12 May, 66 vehicles had been checked in the West Hill area and 22 had been travelling over 30mph.

The Deputy Town Mayor, Cllr T D Wright asked by how much they had been exceeding the limit.  PC Lea advised that most were travelling between 30mph and 35mph although six had been travelling at over 40mph.

PC Lea left the Meeting.

Exmouth Action Group

Cllr A L Jones reported that he had attended a meeting on 13 May and informed the Group the Town Council no longer wished to be a part of Exmouth Action Group.  He had explained this was because the Council felt more could be done for Budleigh via the PACT Panel. Cllr Jones advised that the Chairman of the Group was sorry about this decision but representatives of the Town Council would be most welcome to rejoin the group in the future.

Reports of County and District Councillors

Mrs J E Vanstone read reports from County Cllr Mrs C Channon and District Cllr S Hall:

County Councillor

Cllr Channon was actively trying to get bus stops positioned on the north side of Exmouth Road as bus-users still had to walk long distances along West Hill to catch a bus; often bus drivers were not stopping when hailed.

The District Council had embarked on a series of weekly meetings to identify areas where savings, in the order of £1.8million, could be achieved.  Known as The Leader’s Transformation Group, the meetings invite senior officers to discuss where economies can be made within the District Council.  In addition, consideration is being given to sharing services with Exeter City Council, Devon County Council and other District Councils.  Cllr Hall would be attending as many of these meetings as possible.

Vanguard Planning System
The Town Mayor, Cllr C Richards, gave a report of the recent meeting held with Mrs K A Little at the District Council offices. (Appendix B).

Cllr R S Mitchell added that a good example where all neighbours should be notified of an application was the proposal at the Oak Tree Site in Clarence Road.  He felt all residents would be affected but under the Vanguard System, only residents living next to the site would be informed.

The Deputy Town Mayor, Cllr T D Wright, said that at a recent Town Council meeting the provision of additional notice boards was discussed and he wondered how this was progressing.  The Town Mayor, Cllr C Richards advised that the cost of just one notice board would be in the region of £600 plus VAT and installation and that really one notice board would not be enough so the idea was on the back burner for the time being, adding that Cllr S Hall would be following up the matter of site notices at East Devon District Council.  In the meantime the Clerk would place a piece in each edition of The Hub with details of applications received and how to look at plans online.
