Report of Neighbourhood Beat Manager

Mrs J E Vanstone reported on behalf of PC S Evans that between 23 May and 27 June 2010 14 crimes had been reported:

· Criminal damage to motor vehicle in Bedlands Lane: the vehicle was secure and unattended, when the owner returned he found a scratch running along the offside of the car. Enquiries were continuing.

· Drunk in highway: a male was found asleep under a car in Hooker Close, he was unable to stand so was arrested for his own safety.

· Burglary in Moormead: entry was gained to the property through an insecure door, no search took place, but a small amount of money was taken.

· Burglary in Moormead: entry was gained into a shed, an untidy search was made, however no property was taken. 

· There had been further vehicle crimes in Budleigh over the above period.  All the crimes related to an insecure vehicle, or valuable items being left on display in a vehicle.  An article was recently placed in the Budleigh Journal asking that members of the public remember to secure their vehicles, and to avoid leaving valuable items on display.  Enquiries were continuing.

The remaining crimes were non-crimes and vulnerable person protection incidents.

Cllr C A Kitson asked for an update on the appointment of a new Clerical Assistant.  Cllr Wright advised that Mrs J Liddle had been appointed and her employment had commenced on 7 June.

Clerk’s Report

Mrs J E Vanstone reported:

1.
Earlier in the year Budleigh Film Society had asked for permission to install a loop system in the Hall.   She said she and the Town Mayor had seen the specification and were happy it would not interfere with the existing loop system operated by the Town Council.  She confirmed that the new equipment had been installed.

She reported on the mix-up regarding grass cutting on the East Budleigh Road.  She explained that that area had been missed from instructions passed to Devon County Council’s contractor and the area would not be cut for at least 3 weeks.  She had asked the Town Council’s own contractor to cut the area but had been advised they needed to be Chapter 8 trained.

Cllr A L Jones asked that the clerk write to the County Highways to officially complain about this.

Cllr C Richards asked if she had heard any more about the frequency of cutting at Little Common.  Mrs Vanstone said she would chase the District Council for a response.

Cllr B A Bailey said that the top of Steamer Steps was in need of attention and asked that she request this be done at the same time.

Reports of Council Representatives on Other Bodies

Devon Association of Local Councils – Larger Councils Sub Committee 

Cllr A L Jones had attended a recent meeting. He said that a lot of the items on the agenda were not pertinent to this Town Council although there had been some discussion about grant-giving.

He said that there was a possibility that Standards for England may be disbanded but this would be discussed at future meetings.

Cllr C Richards said that there were some changes coming up but there would always be a need for a body to oversee standards of public bodies.

Chamber of Commerce
The Deputy Town Mayor, Cllr R S Mitchell, reported that he had attended a recent meeting:

1.
£500 had been spent on advertising and this appeared to be a worthwhile expense.

2.
The Farmers’ Market had settled into its new location.

3.
It had been suggested that a Town Map be erected at Rolle Mews Flats.  Planning permission would need to be sought and he hoped this would come to fruition.

4.
The TIC was still getting along well – ticket sales were good; beach hut rentals were bringing in some income; the offices had been refurbished and had made a great difference.

5.
It was hoped that local shopkeepers would sign up to the Jurassic Coast Quality Business Scheme.  He would ask Cllr S Hall to explain this further at the next meeting.

PACT
Cllr Mrs C A Sismore-Hunt said that PCSO C Major was now organising these meetings.

The three priorities were

1.
Norman Crescent – new signage had been installed here and it had made some difference.  The group was looking at other ways of making the area better for both users and residents.

2.
Dog fouling – this was still a problem even though a new dog bin had been put in at Bedlands Lane.

3.
Traffic speed – this was a problem along Exmouth Road/West Hill.

The Town Mayor, Cllr T D Wright advised that this had been on the Traffic Group’s agenda for some time.

Cllr Sismore-Hunt then reported that cycling on the seafront was still a problem but no longer one of the top three priorities for the Group.  She added that it may return to the list in the future.
