Railings at The Budleigh Salterton Club

The Town Mayor, Cllr R S Mitchell explained that circumstances had changed considerably since the Town Council had discussed this matter at its previous meeting.  A resident (Mr R Wiltshire) had very kindly offered to renovate and repaint the Victorian stanchions and County Cllr Mrs C Channon had offered to assist with the cost of purchasing replacement railings out of her Locality Budget.  He had also heard that the Budleigh Salterton Club may be willing to contribute, although this had not been verified in writing.

Consideration was given to the suggestion that the Victorian stanchions be saved and renovated and the remaining railings/mesh removed.

Resolved:
The old Victorian stanchions and rail at the western end should be saved.  It was agreed that Mr Wiltshire should renovate and repaint them, temporarily removing the mesh at the bottom.  The Clerk will obtain costs for matching stanchions to replace the posts and railings to the eastern end and once known, enquiries will be made to find out what contributions are available from outside parties.  The eastern end railings and mesh running the entire length will be removed as and when replacements are installed and in the interim warning tape should be put on the railings at the eastern end.  Consideration will then be given as to whether the Town Council adopts the stanchions/railings.
