Election of Chairman

Declarations of Interests in Items on the Agenda       

No interests were declared.

Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Foreshore & Footpaths Committee held on 22 February 2010 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

10.135
Update on outstanding matters

The Chairman, Cllr J A Shiel reported on the Foreshore walk that had taken place on 12 July 2010.  The following had attended:  Cllr John Shiel and Cllr Steve Hall.  Andy Phillips (Beach Safety Officer, East Devon District Council) was unable to attend walk although Cllr Shiel advised he was regularly in the area.

1.
All the seats needed painting/varnishing – he understood this was going to be carried out by the Probation Service.

2.
A tree at the rear of Pebbles, Fore Street, was overhanging the path and needed cutting back.  The Clerk was asked to report this to Devon County Council, Highways.

3.
A “No Fires in Fishermen’s Area” sign was to be erected.

4.
A new “Boat Registration” sign was to be erected following graffiti damage to the original.

5.
The telephone box near the Longboat Café needed painting.  Cllr Shiel added that he knew someone that was willing to do this if BT would not.

6.
Both the top and bottom paths at Donkey’s Turn were covered with pebbles, which needed sweeping away.

7.
The gabions at Donkey’s Turn were in need of attention.  Cllr Shiel said that the District Council engineers were looking at this. 

8.
At the edge of the bottom path at Donkey’s Turn, there were two metal studs sticking out of the path, which could cause a trip hazard. 

9.
It was unlikely the town would be able to enter the Quality Coast Award for 2011, as the water quality has not been good enough so far this year.

10.
The outfall at the eastern end was blocked again.  He understood that Kevin Curran from Budleigh Salterton Cricket Club was going to write to East Devon District Council about this.

Cllr S Hall asked that the Jurassic Coast information sign be revamped. 

Cllr A L Jones said he thought that when the outfall was dug out, the river mouth could be widened as if this was left it would worsen.  Cllr Shiel agreed saying that some of the area was in need of some serious re-engineering this year.

The Deputy Town Mayor, Cllr R S Mitchell agreed, saying it may save money in the short term but in the long term it would cost a lot more.  

Cllr Mitchell then asked if there was any policy regarding the position and number of boats on the beach, as he did not want to see them going any further east.  Cllr Shiel said he thought the District Council was thinning them out a bit.  He added he did not think there was a need for additional winches on the beach.

Any Other Business at the Chairman’s Discretion
Cllr A L Jones said he thought the Committee used to look at other parts of the town as well as the Foreshore and could not remember when this had changed.

Cllr Shiel said that all Councillors should keep an eye on the town as a whole and felt there was no need to carry out a formal walk.  He asked if there were any specific areas that needed attention to advise him or the Clerk.
