The Minutes of the Meeting of the Public Hall Committee held on 12 October 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

Chairman’s Comments
Cllr C Richards had no comments to make on behalf of the Chairman.

Clerk’s Report

Mrs J E Vanstone reported:

1.
A cover for the thermostat in the main hall had been fitted.  This meant it was no longer possible for the heating to be over-ridden by hirers.

2.
A lock for the hall kitchen door had been ordered and she was waiting for it to be fitted by Bagwells.

3.
She had spoken to both Fords and Bagwells who advised that it was not possible to change the lights in the main hall to low energy bulbs.  The fittings would have to be replaced to carry out this change.

4.
The locks on the under-stage cupboards had been replaced and padlocks fitted.

5.
The fire alarm had been activated and was on the monitoring system.  She advised that if the alarm went off during an event/meeting, the premises must be evacuated immediately.  An employee of Bagwells would be advised and call the fire brigade, if necessary.  All hirers would be made aware of these instructions and position of call points.

6.
The office door had been replaced with a fire door and had been recently painted.

7.
She advised that just before Christmas, there had been a problem with the boiler and unfortunately Fords had not been able to come and fix it until after the New Year.  Fords had since advised that they offer a boiler cover scheme for £16 per month which would entitle the Council priority treatment when phoning through for any repairs etc and it was agreed the Council should sign up for this cover.

She advised she had been approached by a gentleman who wanted to run tap dancing classes in the hall.  She had spoken to the Chairman about this and they felt this would not be appropriate because of the potential damage to the floor.  He agreed that Mrs Vanstone should contact this person and refuse the booking.

After some discussion, it was agreed that she would contact this person to gain more information as some Councillors felt there may not be any damage to the floor.  She would keep councillors informed.

She reported that, unfortunately, the Badminton Club had advised, with immediate effect, they no longer wished to hire the hall.  She asked if it would be appropriate to make a cancellation charge as stated in the Hiring Agreement.  It was agreed she should charge £46.50 as a gesture of goodwill instead of £93.
