Chairman’s Comments

Cllr Mrs L D Evans said she thought one person should not be making the decisions on spending in the Public Hall and it was agreed that the best way forward was to update the “Wish List”.

Clerk’s Report

Mrs J E Vanstone reported:

The damp problem in the chair store seemed to have been resolved and she was pleased that nothing serious had been discovered.  A humidistat had been installed and the radiator would be left on throughout the winter whenever the hall was in use.

There were problems with the water pressure in the ladies toilets and she wondered if this was something to do with the leak in the road.  She said that the pressure varies.

Cllr C A Kitson suggested that South West Water come and check the pressure at nil charge.  He also wondered if the problem was something to do with the building work being carried out to the rear of the Hall in Station Road.

Mrs J E Vanstone reported that she had approached the Flower Shows Society regarding the storage of their equipment and it had been agreed to place this under the stage after their next Show (2 July 2011).

Mrs Vanstone then said she was concerned about hirers setting up and putting away for themselves and the potential for damage to the new chairs and floor.  She asked if the previous decision could be reversed.

Resolved:
The decision made under Min 10.118 should be rescinded and the caretaker should be instructed to setup and put away for all non-commercial hirers.

Replacement Crockery/Dishwasher

Consideration was given to replacing the blue crockery and dishwasher in the hall kitchen.

The Clerk explained that the dishwasher had been tested by a hirer and was working perfectly.  She said she did not think it needed replacing.

Resolved:
