Apologies for Absence

09.208
Minutes
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Public Hall Committee held on 8 June 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

09.209
Chairman’s Comments
The Chairman, Cllr C A Kitson, reported:

1.
Agreement had been given to replace the central heating thermostat in the main hall (Min 09.068).  Fords of Sidmouth had since advised that it was not possible to change the thermostat and had recommended a cover instead.  This could cost £40 and would come out of the Public Hall Maintenance budget.

2.
A lock is required for the kitchen door.  Bagwells Builders were able to fit this at a cost of £45.  This means the door will be secure from the outside but will also be suitable as an emergency exit.   Again this cost will come out of the Maintenance budget.

3.
A lighting consultant had visited the hall but to date had not supplied a suitable low energy alternative to the current light bulbs in the Hall.  The Clerk would contact Fords for alternative suggestions.

4.
The locks on the under-stage cupboards needed to be replaced and H&V Builders would be asked to carry out this work.

5.
The fire alarm system would be installed during the week commencing 19 October.  Bagwells Builders anticipated this would take three days.

6.
A replacement cover would be fitted to the light over the front doors.

7.
The door to the offices would be changed over to a Fire Door.

8.
An outside tap had now been installed but a cover was needed to protect from vandals and frost.  H&V Builders would be asked to fit this.

9.
A new Hiring Agreement was now in use taking account of changes to the Public Hall Licence and incorporating safety/locking up issues.

10.
The Clerk had already advised Councillors about the delay in signing the lease for the Age Concern premises.

11.
He felt the office toilet was in need of refurbishment and he asked the Clerk to obtain costs for replacing the toilet and flooring and redecoration.

He felt the bar also needed some refurbishment and costs would be obtained to replace the shutters etc.

Clerk’s Report

The Clerk, Mrs J E Vanstone, reported:

A local gentleman intended to hold a pantomime in the Pubic Hall in the New Year and it was his intention to use some pyrotechnics during the performances.  The Clerk had advised him of the installation of the Fire Alarm system and had requested that he inform her of the type of special effects to be used well before the first performance.

She reported she was currently trying to chase a bad debt and was advised that the Royal Mail offered an online tracking facility which she would use.  If this was not helpful she would consider contacting Everys for assistance.
