Precept Requirements 2011/12

Resolved:
The Precept Requirement for 2011/12 would be £13850.  Budget heading 235 (Repairs/Maintenance) should be increased to £6000, heading 236 (Hall Improvements) should be reduced to £12000 and a new heading for Marketing should be created with a budget of £300.
