The additional information has done nothing to change this Council’s views regarding scale, mass and design.  It is therefore unable to support the application for the following reasons:

1.
Over-development of the site.

2.
No regard to the AONB.

3.
Loss of public amenities:

(i)
The shelter and its balcony will be lost.  There is concern that there has been no consultation about this loss of amenity.

(ii)
Loss of view of the sea and surrounding Jurassic Coast from pedestrians using the footpath and disabled members of the public who park in cars on Coastguard Hill – approximately 27 metres of view will be lost.

In addition this Council is very concerned that agreement has been given by the Estates Department of East Devon District Council for a leased property (ie the shelter) to be knocked down resulting in the loss of an amenity for residents and visitors alike.

In summary this Council feels that the application is contrary to Policies D1 paras 1, 2 & 3(v), EN1 paras 1, 2 & 6, EN4, EN11, S4 paras 1, 3 & 4 and E2 paras 3 & 5 of the East Devon Local Plan.
