Public Speaking Time
The following residents spoke in opposition to the planning application at Greenway Lane (11/1251/MOUT).

Mr R Wiltshire said that it was not in dispute that the town needed affordable housing but the allotments had been cultivated for many years.  He said that the position of the proposed new allotments could mean not enough sun would reach the plots.  He felt the proposals were vague and that the majority of allotment holders rejected the proposal.

Ms B Malone said she was concerned about the affect of the proposal on the town’s more senior residents, especially those who were allotment holders – many elderly plot holders would not be able or would not wish to start over on a new plot.  She thought that taking this facility away from them could create issues of isolation and physical deterioration for them.  Working the allotments allowed for exercise and communication, essentials for well-being.  She asked that the Ward Members used commonsense and fairness when looking at this application, particularly when other more suitable sites were obviously available.

Mr S Wood pointed out that there were anomalies regarding the timing of the planning notice publicity.  He felt this was a serious matter showing how the planning system was biased towards the applicant.

Miss H Tickle said that she was not an allotment holder, nor did she have rural views but as a dog walker was concerned about road safety.  She felt East Devon District Council paid no heed to consultant reports and the Council should be sceptical about the traffic report – whilst the width of Leas Road was 7m in places, there were lengths were it was not and Leas Road bridge had not been mentioned at all.  She mentioned the junction of Moor Lane and Station Road where it was difficult to pass.  She concluded by saying that the proposal was outside the Built-Up Boundary and there was no mention of the numbers of affordable houses.

Mr J Browne said that the land outside the Built-Up Boundary was currently being organically farmed and this had a high environmental value.  He was concerned about the loss of hedgerows and wildlife.  There were alternative sites, with more advantages – better access to the school, roads and cycle routes.  If both sites were to be developed then councillors must listen to concerns, get on with the site at Hooker Close and discuss other sites with Clinton Devon Estates.

Mrs M Johnson said that there was currently a covenant on the land and the proposal was too close to properties in Tidwell Close – she was concerned about privacy.  She also mentioned that the proposal was outside the Built-Up Boundary which may open the floodgates for future developments.

Mr S Wood added that he had undertaken a traffic count and felt it would be good to compare his figures with that in the traffic report.
