The following residents spoke in opposition to the planning application at Greenway Lane (11/1251/MOUT).

Mr D Wells said he was concerned about the amount of additional traffic movements this development would create.  He asked Councillors to change their minds.  He also felt that Cllr T D Wright should not have declared an interest in the item.

Mrs A Beaumont said she was concerned about extending the town boundary into farmland which she felt would lead to future sprawl.  She also said that the main town sewer was close to the proposed boundary and wondered if that had been taken into account by the applicant.

Mr J Browne said he had attended the previous meeting and it had seemed to him that the Town Council was against the proposal because of all the points that had been raised.  He thought Clinton Devon Estates should look at alternative sites, the site would have to be right for affordable homes and were so many affordable homes actually required.

Mr R Wiltshire was concerned about some aspects that had not been considered.  He wondered if this was normal strategy.

Mr S Wood said the Town Council was there to represent the people of the town and Members should change their minds.
