Matters Arising from Last Meeting
(i)
Grit Boxes  Christine Channon said that she had spoken to Mike Bishop (DCC Highways) and had been looking at positioning one in Bridge Road.  The other possible locations were Lansdowne Road, although this may prove tricky, and near the School.  John Shiel said that he thought it had been agreed to place one at the bottom of Fountain Hill.  

(ii)
Bus Stops  Christine Channon said that no location had been agreed and she would be meeting with Simon Evans to finalise this.  Paul Wilson said that the probable locations would be opposite Moorlands Road and by Little Common.  He would action this.

(iii)
High Street – Provision of Additional Bollards  Paul Wilson said there were two possible locations – outside Bradleys or outside Ocean House.

(iv)
Rolle Road – Provision of Motorbike Parking Area  Paul Wilson said that a scheme was feasible and the only hurdle to overcome was the cost of the Traffic Order which was in the region of £1200.  After some discussion it was agreed that Christine Channon would speak to the Police for some advice on the best way of progressing this.  John Shiel would also raise this at the next Town Council meeting.

Traffic Speed Problems

(i)
East Budleigh Road  There was still a problem with parked cars in the vicinity of number 40.  Jo Vanstone agreed to ask Simon Evans to have a discrete word with the offenders.

(ii)
West Hill/Exmouth Road  Christine Channon reported that she had visited the area with Simon Evans and they had found two good sites for the interactive signs.  One would be placed near Links Road (outbound) and the other could go near Clyst Hayes Gardens (inbound).  These would be permanent fixtures and she hoped they would be in situ within three months.

Bedlands Lane/Barn Lane  Christine Channon said that she had received a letter from a resident worried about speeds in this area.  She would be speaking to the school crossing man to see what his perception of the problem was.  She would also ask the resident to explain his worries to her.

Budleigh Hill, East Budleigh

Jo Vanstone advised that the Tour of Britain would be coming through East Devon in September and she had been informed that this road would be resurfaced before the end of August.

Pretty Corner

Stuart Yerrell said he had spoken to the Chairman of the Otter Valley Association and she had agreed that OVA members would act as observers of traffic movements at this junction.  He hoped to do the count on 8 July and 11 July.  He would write up a report and present it at the next meeting.  He would be advising the police of what they were doing.

Upper Station Road Car Park – Signage
