Minutes

The Minutes of the Meeting of the Traffic Group held on 26 November 2008 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

Matters Arising from the Last Meeting

(i)
Knowle Village – Traffic Speed Problems.  Paul Wilson advised that the cost of a stand-alone flashing speed sign was in the region of £3000 to £3500 and that he was in the process of acquiring maintenance costs from the AA.  He would add Knowle Village Hall to the list of possible sites (including Exmouth Road and East Budleigh Road).

 (ii)
High Street – Provision of Additional Bollards.  John Shiel reported that the Town Council was happy for another bollard to be installed in the footway by Bradleys.  Paul Wilson would progress this item. 

(iii)
Bedlands Lane.  Paul Wilson advised that Mike Bishop (DCC Highways) had a note to resurface the footway from Knowle Village Hall and Bedlands Lane would be included.

Christine Channon would ask Clinton Devon Estates if they would be willing to flatten this corner to improve visibility.

Jo Vanstone asked if a mirror would be suitable for this location.  Christine Channon thought it would and costs would be sought.

Paul Wilson added he would try and organise a flashing light for traffic approaching from East Budleigh.

East Budleigh Road – Traffic Speed Problems


Paul Wilson advised that the traffic-calming scheme had been submitted and he would report the outcome at the next meeting.  He reminded those present that the idea was to widen the footway and create a pinch-point near the bus stop at Granary Lane with priority to traffic heading out of the town.

Meadow Road – Parking Problems

John Shiel reported the Town Council had recently discussed this item at length and Councillors had agreed to maintain the status quo.  

Paul Wilson added that Mike Bishop had checked the area on a couple of occasions but the van had not been in situ.

It was agreed that unless there was a serious obstruction no further action be taken.

South Parade/Fore Street

John Shiel reported the Town Council was happy to see some sort of traffic calming arrangement at Rock Mansions. Paul Wilson agreed to put in a bid in the 2010/11 budget.

Otter Valley Association: CommunityScape Project
Stuart Yerrell reported that sadly the project had “withered on the vine”.  He wondered if the OVA was asking too much of the school and felt, unless something dramatic happened, the project would not progress any further.

Rolle Road/Steamer Steps – Provision of Motorbike Parking Area

John Shiel reported the Town Council had discussed this idea recently and all Councillors had agreed it was a good idea.  

Paul Wilson agreed to look at the site and would report on his findings at the next meeting.

Westfield Road – Access Protection Markings

Paul Wilson advised that the Access Protection Markings had been completed.

Chantalle Major added that one of the residents of Hibberd House thought the lines were not long enough.

No further action is required.

Mansfield Terrace/East Budleigh Road – Visibility Splay

Christine Channon advised that PC D Lea had received a complaint from a resident who had found it difficult to see oncoming traffic when pulling out of Mansfield Terrace.  

It was agreed a visibility splay was not suitable for this location and therefore no further action would be taken.

Marine Parade

The possibility of introducing paid parking to this area was discussed and it was agreed that although the new civil parking enforcement officers do appear to be doing their job properly the new system would take time to “bed in” and therefore no further action would be taken.

Any other Business at the Chairman’s Discretion

1.
The bollard at Boyne Road had been removed and enquiries would be made as to when the one at Armytage Road would be removed.

2.
Chantalle Major asked if it was possible for white lines to be painted at the corner of Bedlands Lane and Moor Lane.  She was concerned about pedestrian safety.  Paul Wilson advised that it was difficult to justify and it may be better if a formal restriction was made using yellow lines.

Chantalle Major asked when the new bus stop would be installed at Exmouth Road.  Paul Wilson advised this would be done shortly.

4.
Christine Channon asked about the extra bus stop signs on Exmouth Road.

5.
Jo Vanstone asked about a replacement bus shelter outside the Public Hall and wondered how much this would cost.  Paul Wilson advised that the County Council uses a company called Queensbury and once the design was agreed, he would obtain costs.
