Minutes

The Minutes of the Meeting of the Traffic Group held on 4 March 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

County Councillor Mrs C Channon joined the meeting.

102.
Matters Arising from the Last Meeting

(i)
Knowle Village – Traffic Speed Problems.  Lee Cranmer reported that a mobile stand-alone flashing speed sign will be installed and rotated on a 2 – 4 week basis.  This is to be positioned at the junction of Bedlands Lane.

 (ii)
High Street – Provision of Additional Bollards.  Lee Cranmer reported that he had spoken to Mike Bishop and these will be installed very soon. 

(iii)
Bedlands Lane – visibility problems at Knowle Village. Lee Cranmer reported that South West Highways were currently working there.

103.
East Budleigh Road – Traffic Speed Problems



Lee Cranmer reported he had been there three weeks ago with a speed gun.  His recordings (over 200 cars) concluded that the highest speed was 38mph, there were more cars speeding going out of Budleigh rather than coming in.


The widening of the footpath was due to commence in 6 months, the relocation of the bus stop will be situated 30-40 metres down the road towards Budleigh.


PC D Lea reported that he had received a complaint from a resident at 40 East Budleigh Road, re the regular speeding of motorbike early in the morning.  PC D Lea to investigate.

104.
Rolle Road/Steamer Steps – Provision of Motorbike Parking Area 

John Shiel reported that people were pleased with this idea.  Lee Cranmer reported that a Traffic Regulation Order had to be in place to enable parking spaces for motorbikes, he asked if a turning space was available for lorries.  John Shiel reported that there was plenty of room for a motorbike parking area.

105.
Armytage Road – Bollard


Lee Cranmer reported that the bollard was still in situ and concreted in.

Christine Channon suggested a hatching bay at the bottom of Armytage Road and that the bollard removed and the hole made good.


106.
Cycling on the Seafront

PC D Lea reported that the current signs are too small.  Enforcements may be given to cyclists but this needed to be consistent and there needed to be some guidance with the level of enforcement.  PC D Lea would like an area designated for cycling.

Cllr Steve Hall joined the meeting.

Lee Cranmer agreed that there needed to be some consistency about cycling but reported that Devon County Council would not erect signs for “No Cycling”.

PC D Lea reported that if there were painted signs then these needed to be at the eastern end, Longboat Café and the Gentlemen’s Club.  He also reported that from a PACT issue, until this problem of cyclists was sorted out, a polite letter either to dismount their bikes will be given to cyclists and this would apply to the whole length of the footpath.  East Devon District Council would contribute half of the cost.

107.
West Hill/Exmouth Road


(i)
An update on the provision of a flashing 30 mph sign was received.

Christine Channon suggested buying a permanent flashing sign out of her budget.  PC D Lea will carry out a survey on the speed and report back.

(ii)
Correspondence from Mr Mash and Mr Phillips regarding traffic speed was received and considered.


Steve Hall reported that the LDF states a footpath is going to be installed from West Hill.  PC D Lea acknowledged the letter and will monitor the speed from West Hill.  Devon County Council are reporting on this situation (Forum)

(iii)
Correspondence relating to the relocation of the bus shelter at Pretty Corner was received and considered.


The letter was acknowledged and it was agreed that no further action would be taken.

(iv)
Christine Channon updated members re: an additional bus stop.


She had put in a request to Stagecoach for additional bus stops.  Lee Cranmer suggested a bus stop beyond Brook Meadow Flats (Clyst Hayes) and Little Common by Halse Hill.

108.
Potholes


Christine Channon advised that South West Highways were currently dealing with the potholes.  She also reported that there were potholes in Barn Lane and Coastguard Hill and that all potholes should be reported to Mike Bishop.

109.
Any other Business at the Chairman’s Discretion

1.
Jed Falby had written to the Council re: a notice in Ragg Lane. Christine Channon advised that Jed Falby had been mis-informed and Devon County Council were adopting the footpath and regularising the upkeep by the highways, she agreed to write to Mr Falby to explain.

2.
A letter received from Devon County Council re: 20 mph zone/limits.  This was for information only and is self- enforcing.

3.
Christine Channon had received a letter from Abbeyfield Manager who was concerned for the residents crossing Moor Lane onto The Green.  There were a number of vehicles parked in Moor Lane causing an obstruction.  Steve Hall advised that a letter from East Devon District Council should be sent to residents who park there.

4.
Christine Channon reported that Mike Bishop could have been more flexible re: the advertising boards along the High Street.  She suggested that shop owners copied The Feathers by hooking the boards onto their wall.  Alan Tilbury suggested that Chamber of Commerce should advise all shop owners to put the A boards flush against the wall.

5.
Roy Henderson commented about the additional parking along East Budleigh Road, making it dangerous to pass.  John Shiel explained that Mansfield Terrace was being resurfaced and the residents had to park along East Budleigh Road.  In addition, the residents at No. 56 are having an extension to their property and the workmen are parking there.

6.
Roy Henderson mentioned about crossing at Chapel Hill onto West and East Terrace, the parking on the corners is blocking visibility.  PC David Lea to investigate.

7.
PC David Lea recently attended a Community Speed Watch training course, where volunteers from neighbouring villages/towns got involved in monitoring the speed throughout the town.

 8.
Alan Tilbury suggested that the car park sign at the traffic lights should state that the upper Station Road car park is free parking and wondered if this could be changed.  Lee Cranmer to investigate.

9.
Steve Hall suggested the possibility of a parking bay half way down the High Street.  He also mentioned the large storm ditch/hole at the bottom of Moorlands Road.  Lee Cranmer to investigate.
