Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from A Tilbury.

Minutes

The Minutes of the Meeting of the Traffic Group held on 22 July 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.   It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

Matters Arising from the Last Meeting

(i)
Knowle Village – Traffic Speed  Lee Cranmer advised that the mobile stand-alone flashing speed sign had been installed.  He had met with a representative from Knowle Village Hall and would investigate the possibility of placing the sign nearer to the Hall.

(ii)
High Street – Provision of Additional Bollards  A bollard would be placed outside Bradleys Estate Agents.  Christine Channon asked if one could also be placed outside the Parish Church to prevent motorists parking on the pavement.  Paul Wilson would check on the location etc.
(iii)
Bedlands Lane – Visibility problems at junction with Knowle Village It was agreed there was little that could be done to alleviate the problems.  Christine Channon added that if the field to the south of the junction became available for affordable housing a scheme could be included at the planning stage.

(iv)
Rolle Road – Provision of motorbike parking area  Paul Wilson advised that this idea could not be pursued until there was a Traffic Order and unfortunately there was no budget available for traffic Orders at the present time. 

(v)
Armytage Road – Bollard  Christine Channon advised that this bollard had been removed. 

(vi)
West Hill/Exmouth Road – Traffic speeds/additional bus stops  Lee Cranmer advised that a survey had been carried out in the area and no suitable locations had been found.  Christine Channon agreed to speak to the owners of a property in Exmouth Road to ascertain if they would be willing for a piece of their land to be used.  David Lea reported he had not received any complaints about speeding along these roads recently although Christine Channon had.  The possibility of purchasing an additional speed advice sign was discussed and Christine Channon would look into this.

Roy Henderson again commented on the cars parking along East Budleigh Road which he felt were causing an obstruction.  He wondered if owners could be asked to stop parking on one side of the road.  

He was advised that there quite a few households were having building work carried out and once completed the cars would be park off-street.

It was agreed that this situation would be reviewed once the Traffic Calming Scheme had been completed.

114.
High Street

Consideration was given to a Priority System in the High Street.  PC D Lea advised that this subject had come to him via the PACT Panel following a number of incidents.  Paul Wilson advised that any scheme would have to be data-led and at present none was on the Highways system. 

After some discussion it was agreed if the PACT panel was serious about this, it would need to draw up a plan showing a viable solution.

Station Road

(i)
A request to consider resident’s parking permits had been received via the Town Council Surgery.  It was agreed that this was not a practical suggestion.  The Clerk would contact the resident and discuss alternatives.

(ii)
At a recent Town Council Surgery a request for ‘slow’ road markings to be painted on the bend by Norman Crescent/Stanley Mews had been received.  The Clerk advised this had been in placed before the recent surface-dressing had been carried out.  She would inform Mike Bishop (Highways Maintenance) that this needed to be carried out.

East Budleigh Road – Traffic Speed Problems
Lee Cranmer updated those present on the traffic calming project.  Unfortunately the design of the scheme had been rejected but an amended scheme would be presented shortly which would be achieved during the current financial year.

Cycling on the Seafront
David Lea reported that the PACT Panel had discussed this issue and agreed the best way forward was to set up a cycle path.  The path would go from the Gentlemen’s Club along the seafront to Granary Lane where it would eventually join up with the Buzzard Route.  Steve Hall added that it may be possible to use Section 106 money to fund this project.  It was agreed that the PACT Panel should investigate this further and report any findings to the Town Council.

Any Other Business at the Chairman’s Discretion
Christine Channon advised that she had received reports of potholes in Honey Park Road, Bridge Road (at the junction with East Budleigh Road) and Fountain Hill.  The Clerk agreed to forward the details to Mike Bishop.

Steve Hall reported that preparations for the Late Night Shopping Event on 4 December were progressing well.

Roy Henderson asked if the dip in Cricket Field Lane outside the entrance to the Games Club could be investigated and filled in.  The Clerk would forward details to Mike Bishop.

Lee Cranmer had received a letter from a resident of Mansfield Terrace relating to visibility problems.  This subject had been discussed at previous meetings and no solution could be found.
