Minutes

The Minutes of the Meeting of the Traffic Group held on 11 November 2009 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.   It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

Matters Arising from the Last Meeting

(i)
Knowle Village – Traffic Speed  Paul Wilson advised that the mobile stand-alone flashing speed sign had been positioned nearer Knowle Village Hall.  The sign was there on a rotational basis.  He would try and get a repeat check of speed the next time it was in situ; unfortunately he was unable to download data from the machine at the moment but hopefully would be able to in the future.

(ii)
High Street – Provision of Additional Bollards  The installation of an additional bollard had been deferred until the new financial year.
(iii)
West Hill/Exmouth Road – Traffic speeds/additional bus stops Paul Wilson reported that speed checks had been carried out on the Exmouth Road between 5 March and 15 March and he presented print-outs (on file); the recorded mean speeds were 30.6mph eastbound and 30.7mph westbound.  He felt this did not warrant intervention.  He agreed to see if he could use a Speed Indication Device which monitors speeds and any serious offenders would be visited by the police.

As far as additional bus stops were concerned, Paul Wilson and Christine Channon would check possible sites in the Little Common/Links Road area and progress this in the new financial year. 

(iv)
High Street – Priority System Steve Hall advised that no further discussions had taken place.  Paul Wilson added he could not see that any scheme would fit in with County traffic plans.

(v)
Rolle Road – Provision of motorbike parking area Paul Wilson agreed to speak to Mike Bishop regarding this.

East Budleigh Road – Traffic Speed Problems

The Traffic calming scheme at Granary Lane was under way and would hopefully be completed within a week.

Traffic speeds on East Budleigh Road were still a concern as well as the parking situation in the area of numbers 48 to 62. 
Stuart Yerrell presented photographs showing the problems parked cars were causing (on file).  It was agreed if the parking problem persists after the scheme had been completed Christine Channon would speak at a Town Council meeting to highlight this.

Traffic Control: Pretty Corner

Correspondence from Mr Branfield was received and considered.  Paul Wilson thought a scheme similar to that at Exton would not be suitable for this junction.  Stuart Yerrell would ask the Otter Valley Association to undertake a traffic count and Paul Wilson would check records for any collisions at the junction.

Overnight Camping on the Highway


A lengthy discussion took place regarding camper vans parking on the highway, in particular Marine Parade.  It was agreed that the solutions appeared to be much worse than the actual problem.  Tom Wright would keep an eye on the situation, photographing any offending vehicles.

Provision of Grit Boxes

(i) 
Christine Channon advised she had put in a requisition for six grit boxes, two of which would be coming to Budleigh Salterton.  It was agreed that one should be placed at Bridge Road near the electricity sub-station and the other would be located at the bottom of Fountain Hill.

(ii)
Consideration was given to a request by a resident of Salterne Meadows for a grit box.  Christine Channon thought it would be beneficial if the Town Council act as go-between and the Clerk should ask the resident to write to the Town Council formally requesting a grit box.  The request could then be dealt with in the proper manner.

Any Other Business at the Chairman’s Discretion
Alan Tilbury asked if it was possible to have a “Free” sign underneath the parking sign at Upper Station Road Car Park.  Paul Wilson agreed to investigate this. 

Roy Henderson asked who would be responsible for policing the parking when the building work started at Summerlands, Cricket Field Lane.
